We continue to grow in patient visits,
bookings, physicians and staff. Over
the last year we’ve increased patient
visits by 40% and bookings by ?%.
We’ve added 6 physicians, as well as
several staff members to support
them, and continue to hire and recruit
more. In fact, we have received
signed contracts from one more: Dr.
Henry Fooks, Urologist — expected to
start in June of this year.

Not only are we growing in patient
visits, bookings, physicians and staff,
but we are also growing in space as
well. In June 2005, physical therapy
and sleep lab moved their services to
a separate building so that we could
utilize their vacated space for more
exam rooms. This expansion gave us
an additional 3,000 square feet.
Soon, we will be undergoing yet
another expansion. We recently
acquired the remaining 1,200 square
feet of space in our building that has
been occupied by another tenant,
Ohio Valley Eye Physicians and
Surgeons, since we opened in June
2002. This means Holzer Clinic now
occupies the entire building at 224

Columbus Road!

Due to the increased patient visits and
services we have added and expect to
continue adding, we have a need to
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increase our parking lot. We have
received bids from several contrac-
tors and plan to begin adding more
spaces in the lot adjacent to our build-
ing, which happens to be owned by
our existing landlord. We expect this
to begin in early summer this year.

In January 2006, Holzer Clinic pur-
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chased approximately 60 acres of
land on East State Street in Athens,
Ohio. Early this month we are meet-
ing with the architect, Willie Stokes
of Nashville, TN, to discuss initial
planning phase of our new facility,
which we expect to open in

November 2007.

Acquiring this additional space has
really helped us to accommodate new

services.

We plan to build a 60,000 square foot
facility, which is the size of Holzer
Clinic Jackson. We expect to offer a
full range of services, including com-
plete diagnostics, a more extensive
laboratory than we offer in our pres-
ent building, an ambulatory surgery
center, as well as various medical
specialties, rehabilitation, and sleep
lab — which we currently offer.
