Poison Ivy consistently grows as a 
climbing vine and often appears in 
shrubbery. Typically the leaves are 

smooth and grow in threes. You may hear 
your provider refer to poison ivy as ªcontact 
dermatitisº and this term is acceptable and 
consistent in the medical # eld. Contact 
dermatitis simply means eruptions of lesion 
from an outside source i.e. a plant. 

! e leaf itself does not cause the 
out break; the oil substance known as 

Leaves of Three, Leave Them Be
urushiol, which is found on the stems of 
the leaves is the culprit. Despite household 
rumors and homeopathic medicine, 
scratching the lesions does not cause the 
poison ivy to spread; it may however cause 
scarring. People may notice a spreading 
after their initial outbreak because there 
is a delayed allergic response from the 
urushiol, or they come into contact 
with the oil by touching contaminated 
clothing or touching tissue where the oil 
is prominent. Some cases can come from 
burning the leaves resulting in airborne 
urushiol particles resulting in an outbreak.

! e main treatment is to dry out the 
rash and sooth the allergic reaction. ! e 
disease will dissipate over 10 through 
14 days. When a person # rst comes into 
contact the person should wash the area 
with dish soap and pat it dry; then place 
rubbing alcohol over the contaminated 
area. Initial treatment consists of anti-
histamines, such as Benadryl and topical 
steroid ointments and or creams. When the 
eruptions occur around the eyes, mouth, or 
generally become over-whelming a short-
term regimen of oral steroids and a steroid 
injection can help alleviate the symptoms.
